
Assemble and prepare tank and regulator


Select appropriate size cannula


Remove cannula from plastic bag


Uncoil tubing


Open tank valve


Set flow meter valve at 2-6 LPM


Attach tubing to regulator


Explain procedure to patient


Orient and place cannula on patient so the prongs are facing toward the top and back of patient’s head, placing the nasal prongs in the patient’s nostrils


Loop tubing over each ear (not over patient’s head)


Snug tubing slide under patient’s chin to secure


Monitor and adjust (if necessary) oxygen flow
